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Agreement on InnoBioplast 2010
This Agreement is made by and between :

National Inpovation Agency (Public orgamization) represented by Mr. Supachai Lortowhakarn,
Director of the National Innovation Agency (Public organization), with its office at 73/1 Rama VI Road,
Rajdhevee, Bangkok 10400, (Hereinafter referred as “NIA™) and ;

Siam Polymer Engineering & Consultation Co., Ltd. (Representative Office for Events4Trade Lid. in
Thailand), 2 company duly registered in Thailand (Registration No. 0105540071181), represented by
Miss Pratum Vongpanish, Chief Executive Officer, with its offive at 53/312 Moo 1, Ban Klang, Rangsit-
Pathunthani Road, Muang, Pathumthani 1200, (Hercinafter referred as “E4E”).

1. It is acknowledged that the full intellectual property rights, ownership and proprietary rights to the
above-mentioned Event, and also any works or materials created in relation to the Conference, are held
alone by NIA. It has been agreed that the integrity of the InnoBiePlast 2010 brand will be maintained at
all times, and that this will be reflected accordingly in the presentation of all associated promotional
materials,

2. NIA appoints FAE as their sole marketing and operational partner for the duration of the InncBioPlast
2010 Exhibition.

3, EAE, through its own agreements with other partners and sub-contractors and in association with NIA,
will be responsible for the followings and all costs and expenses incurred thereof:

3.4 Event marketing

3.11 Sponsorship packages and sales to non-exhibitors

3.12 Order and registration paperwork for exhibition

3.13 Finanoial managerent of exhibition

3.14 Exhibition travel and accommodation requirements

3.15 Through its international marketing facilities, EAE will also endeavour to attract overseas delegates
for the NIA - organised Conference.

4. NIA, through its own agreements with other partners g
planning, organisation, delegate sales, logistics and opgft
incurred in relation to the associated Conference
operational support as required.

5. Together, NIA and F4E will be responsible for :
5.1 Compilation of a comprehensive database which will be mutually available for ongoing marketing,
sales and promotion of both exhibition and conference
52 Attracting additional exhibitors, delegates, and visitors to the overall Event
5.3 Sale of sponsorship packages to attendees and non-attendees.

6. Each party will be responsible for its respective invoicing and financial management as follow:

6.1 All domestic conference delegates will be invoiced by NIA.

6.2 Al International conference delegates, exhibitors and sponsors will be invoiced by E4E.

6.3 The post-event auditing arrangements and final figures must be jointly agreed by both parties.

6.4 Both parties will produce a monthly report of all bookings and payments of booking/registration
fees on a master spreadsheet and a monthly update of all costs that are incurred. These statistics
will be used to check the ongoing viability of the Event, and assist in a status review to be
conducted at the end of June 30, 2010.

7. Revenue and profit:
7.1 Conference

7.1.1 All Conference Revenue will be offset against the actual Conference organisational costs.
NIA will collect all domestic delegate fees themselves.

7.1.2 E4E expects to attract 100 overseas delegates who will be charged an international registration
fee in the range of 3,000 - 4,000 Baht per delegate per day. E4E will collect the fees from
these delegates and will pass the fees, less 20% commission to NIA .

7.2 Exhibition

7.2.1 EAE agrees to pay a commission of 20% on all exhibition sales deriving from direct NIA
contacts or exhibitors from previous NIA Events. E4E further agrees to provide NIA with
required exhibition space for NIA booth free of charge.

7.2.2 Exhibition Sales Revenue after deducting NIA commission according to 7.2.1 in the
amount up to 4,000,000 baht will be offset against the actual Exhibition Marketing, Space
and Construction Costs.

7.2.3 Thereafter, all Exhibition Sales Revenue will be split as follows to support the NIA
Conference: NIA - 40% / E4E - 60%

8. Each party will make cvery effort to attract sponsorship funding to support InnoBioplast 2010. All
revenue received will be split 50 / 50% between NIA and E4E,

9. Term and termination;

9.1 This Agreement is binding and is valid for the duration of InnoBioplast 2010, unless otherwise
terminated pursuant to 9.2 or 9.3,

9.2 If at the end of June 30, 2010, E4E is not able to collect payments of booking/registration fees
for at least 500 square meter of all available exhibition space, NIA may terminate this
Agreement forthwith by written notice to E4E.

9.3 This Agreement may be terminated at any time, with or without cause, upen written consent of
both parties.

9.4 In the event that the Agreement is te
all casts or expenses incurred by
to reimburse any such costs or expfnssm

inated pursuant to 9.2 or 9.3, each party agrees to absorb
ALy up to the date of such termination and shall not seek
Natsocver from the other party.
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10. Both parties pledge themselves to execute this Agreement in good faith and to continuously enhance
the bilateral business relationship for mutual benefit.

11. Nothing in this Agreement shall create a partnership or joint venture between the partics hereto.
Neither party shall enter into or have authority to enter into any engagement or make any representation
or wartanty on behalf of or pledge the credit of or otherwise bind or oblige the other party hereto.

12. Bach party shall during the full term of this Agreement and thereafter keep secret any and all
confidential information disclosed to it by the other party or otherwise belonging to the other party (and
shall procure that its agents and/or employees are similarly bound) and shall not use or disclose the same
to any person save to the extent necessary to perform its obligations in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement or save as expressly authorised in writing by the other party.

13. If and in so far as any part or provision of this Agreement is or becomes void or unenforceable it
shall be deemed not to be or never to have been or formed a part of this Agreement and the remaining
provisions of this Agteement shall continue in full force and effect.

14, This Agreement is made under Thai law. Any dispute, controversy and differences as to the interpretation
and implementation of the agreement may be settled by mutual consultation between all parties.

15. The Agreement is made in Thai with its English translation attached as an appendix. Each party
keeps each copy.
